Please accept this letter as a formal request for aid with the following improvements to the main kitchen 
area at the Old School building. 

In light of the past letter from our local Vancouver Island Health Inspector requesting closure of the kitchen 
for failing to meet Health standards, North Island Community Services (NICS) is offering to make the 
necessary alterations to the sink and counter top space. In offering this, we are asking the town of Port 
McNeill to take care of the removal of the carpet and installation of approved flooring.

These renovations and up-grades will help NICS continue to offer a number of vital community programs 
and events plus, bring the space up to standards so that you (the Town) can continue to rent the space out 
as needed. 

NICS is requesting that In lieu of our initiative and financial commitment, the Town of Port McNeill will 
consider this equivalent to rent in regards to our agencies "occasional" use of the kitchen.

Re: Vancouver Island Health Authority's Aboriginal Health and Rural Health Programs 

I am writing to you today to inform you about some coming changes to the structure of the 
Vancouver Island Health Authority's Aboriginal and Rural Health Programs. 

As you may be aware, Aboriginal Health and Rural Health are currently managed by one 
Director. I am pleased to inform you that effective April 1, 2010, Aboriginal Health will become a 
stand·alone program. Rural Health will be lead by the Director of Primary Health Care and 
Chronic Disease Management Program. 

VIHA recognizes the unique needs of Aboriginal people. We believe this initiative will help us 
attain our goal of improving the health status of Aboriginal people on Vancouver Island. This 
change demonstrates VIHA's commitment to work collaboratively with Aboriginal partners. 

As of April 1, 2010, Ian Knipe, who currently serves as Director for both Aboriginal Health and 
Rural Health, will assume the full-time responsibilities as Director for Aboriginal Health. Ian and 
his Aboriginal Health team will dedicate their time to addressing Aboriginal Health programs, 
initiatives, and issues. 

Also on April 1, 2010, Victoria Power, Director of Primary Health Care and Chronic Disease 
Management, will assume responsibility for Rural Health. Given the overlap in the good work 
and efforts underway in Rural Health and in Primary Health Care and Chronic Disease 
Management, it makes sense to align these programs more closely. In the days and weeks 
ahead, Victoria will work closely with the Rural Health management team to familiarize herself 
with operational and strategic issues and to determine how she can best support their work. 

This initiative is cost neutral and there are no plans to reconfigure the management structure of 
Rural Health in the foreseeable future. 

Meeting the health needs of Aboriginal people and residents living in rural communities is a key 
priority for VIHA, as reflected in our Five-Year Strategic Plan. We believe these initiatives will 
significantly improve the delivery of health care services to Aboriginal people and to residents of 
rural communities on Vancouver Island.

TOWN OF PORT MCNEILL 
BYLAW NO. 613, 2010 

A Bylaw of the Town of Port McNeill to authorize the operation and maintenance of a 
Harbour Advisory Committee and to define the duties and powers of the Advisory 
Committee. 

WHERAS the Council may by bylaw acquire, hold, use and improve property for a small 
boat harbour; 

AND WHEREAS the Council has leased certain property from the Federal Government 
under the Harbour Authority Agreement and in addition has acquired its own Municipal 
Marina for the purpose of operating a small boat harbour; 

AND WHEREAS the Council deems it necessary to appoint a group of persons 
experienced and interested in such harbour to advise; 

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Town in open meeting assembled enacts as 
follows: 

1. Establishment 

a) There is herby established in the Town of Port McNeill, a Harbour 
Advisory Committee, which shall be referred to as the "Committee" who 
shall serve without remuneration other than allowances for actual expenses 
incurred in the discharge of official duties. 

b) The function of the Committee shall be to study and advise the Council 
on such matters coming within the scope of the harbour and foreshore 
development within the Town. 

c) It shall be a function of the Committee to undertake on an ongoing basis 
a study and review of the development of Port McNeill with respect to future 
planning of the harbour and foreshore within the Town and close environs. 

d) It shall also be a function of the Committee to advise on the expansion 
and future developrnent of the moorage and breakwater facilities. 

2. Membership 

a) The Committee shall consist of seven (7) members being representative 
of a cross section of the community. 

b) A member of the Committee shall be a local resident. 

c) The term of office for the Committee members shall be one calendar 
year from January 1 st to December 31 st. 

3. Appointment of Members 

a) At the Statutory meeting each year, the Council shall appoint one of its 
members as liaison to the Committee for the year. 



b) If volunteers are not continuing on the Committee, the Council must be 
informed by December 1 st in each year. 

c) Vacancies on the Committee shall be advertised through a local 
medium and any applications for positions on the Committee shall be in 
writing directed to the Council. 

d) All members of the Committee shall abide by the Town of Port McNeill 
Conflict of Interest Policy. 

4. Meetings 

a) The Committee shall appoint at its first meeting in each year, one of its 
members to be Chairman and one of its members to be Vice-Chairman. 

b) The Chairman shall preside at meetings of the Committee when present 
and in his absence, the Vice-Chairman shall preside. 

c) Subject to the provisions of this Bylaw, the Committee shall have the 
power to regulate its own procedures provided that such rules and 
regulations do not contravene any Town of Port McNeill bylaw or the Local 
Government Act and Community Charter. 

d) A majority of the members of the Commission shall constitute a quorum. 

e) Any member who is absent from the meetings of the Committee for two 
consecutive meetings without leave of absence from the Committee 
Chairman or without reason satisfactory to the Committee shall cease to be 
a member of the Committee. 

f) Any member who is more than fifteen (15) minutes late for the meetings 
of the Committee for two consecutive meetings without notifying the 
Committee Chairman or Secretary or without reason satisfactory to the 
Committee shall cease to be a member of the Committee. 

g) The Committee shall meet at least once a month, but additional 
meetings may be called by the Chairman or by two members upon two (2) 
clear days notice, provided, however that notice of a meeting may be 
waived with the consent of all members of the Committee. 

h) The Committee shall cause proper minutes to be kept, and must submit 
these minutes to the Council. Minutes must be signed by the Chairman 
and Recording Secretary. 

5. Budget 

a) On or before the last day of October in each year, the Committee shall 
cause to be placed before Council, a statement giving a detailed estimate 
of the amount which the Committee considers to be necessary to meet its 
expenses during the forthcoming year. 



b) The Council may include in its annual budget such sums as are 
necessary to defray the expenses of the Committee and the Committee 
shall not incur expenses totaling more than the sum provided. 

6. Rescission 

Bylaw No. 426, 1994 cited as the "Town of Port McNeill Harbour 
Commission Bylaw" is hereby rescinded. 

7. Citation 

This bylaw may be cited as "Town of Port McNeill Harbour Advisory 
Committee Bylaw No. 613, 2010.

A bylaw to establish fees and charges for various municipal services and goods for the 
Town of Port McNeill. 

WHEREAS in accordance with the provisions of Section 8(2) of the Community Charter, 
a municipality may provide any service that the council considers necessary or desirable, 
and may do this directly or through another public authority or another person or 
organization, 

AND WHEREAS in accordance with the provisions of Section 8(3) of the Community 
Charter, a council may, by bylaw, regulate, prohibit and impose requirements in relation 
to municipal services, 

AND WHEREAS in accordance with the provisions of Section 12 of the Community 
Charter a council may, by bylaw, establish variations, terms and conditions in relation to 
municipal services, 

AND WHEREAS in accordance with the provisions of Section 15 of the Community 
Charter a council may provide for a system of licenses, permits or approvals, 

AND WHEREAS in accordance with the provisions of Section 194 of the Community 
Charter a council may, by bylaw, impose a fee payable in respect of all or part of a 
service of the municipality, 

NOW THEREFORE the Town of Port McNeill, in open meeting assembled, enacts as 
follows: 

a. THAT FEES AND CHARGES BE ESTABLISHED AS FOLLOWS: 

1. Fees and Charges for a service established under the Town of 
Port McNeill Solid Waste Bylaw No. 559, 2003 and attached as 
Schedule "A" to Bylaw No 558.6,2010.

BUILDING PERMIT FEES 

The Schedule of fees to be charged for the issuance of a permit under the current Town 
of Port McNeill Building and Plumbing Bylaw and any amendments is as follows: 

1. DECLARED OR ASSESSED VALUE 

The permit fee for the construction, reconstruction, addition, extension, alteration and 
repair of any buildings or any other work requiring a permit and not specifically listed 
here: 

Minimum fee $ 50.00 

Plus $5.00 per $1 ,000.00 or portion thereof to $500,000 of value and $4.00 per 
$1,000.00 thereafter. 

The fee for each plumbing fixture, which includes all traps and hot water tanks shall be: 

$7.50 per fixture when issued in conjunction with a Building Permit, or 
$7.50 per fixture plus $75.00 flat rate when issued separately from a Building Permit. 

2. NON-REFUNDABLE APPLICATION FEE 

Every permit application shall include a non-refundable application fee: 

Actual Permit Fee up to $10,000.00 of construction cost; 
• $50.00 for each application $10,000.00 to $50,090.00 
• $150.00 for each application valued over $50,000.00. 

This fee will be applied against the cost of the permit.
